Young Hirsch Grynszpan, staying in Paris, received a postcard

from his father describing how the Nazis had rounded up and

abused 12,000 Jews, forcibly expelling them from Germany

across the Polish border. Enraged, Grynszpan entered the Ger-

man Embassy on November 6, 1938 and shot the first German

of ficial who received him, Ernst Vo
death as a pretext, Hitler unleashed an unprecedented wave of
violence on November 9, 1938
three hundred thousand Jews. Stormtroopers and ordinary citi-
zens were encouraged to break into Jewish homes, businesses
and synagogues, burning and looting, beating and murdering. In
twenty -four hours of street violence, ninety -one Jews were
killed, more than thirty thousand arrested and sent to concen-
tration camps and one hundred ninety -one synagogues de-
stroyed in what was called Kristallnacht , the night of broken
glass. In the aftermath of Kristallnacht , German Jewry was
0fineddéd a thousand million marks foa
percent of the property of every German Jew was confiscated

while Jewish children were barred from German schools.

Kristallnacht signaled the opening of the Nazi war against the

Jews.
